Establish a "two-tier" bar for the math graduation requirement, beginning with the class of 2015, in
which one tier - Proficient - is the goal, but another tier - Basic - is enough to earn a diploma. Students

who meet Basic would be required to earn a fourth credit of math.

Survey results: About 33% agreed or strongly agreed , 17% were unsure and 50% disagreed or strongly
disagreed.

Change the science graduation requirement to include the creation of end-of-course exams in life
sciences and physical sciences instead of using a single comprehensive science test.

Survey results: About 41% agreed or strongly agreed, 31% were unsure, and 28% disagreed or strongly
disagreed.

Delay the science graduation requirement until 2017, after students have had time to learn the new
science standards, and the new end-of-course exams have been administered for two years.

Survey results: About 57% agreed or strongly agreed, 20% were unsure, and 23% disagreed or strongly
disagreed.

In terms of other legislative issues that members of the group have an interest in discussing in the future, several
participants mentioned that they view Student Learning Plans as costly and not effective in meeting the intended goal.
